 I am looking forward to working with 
you and your students throughout this year.  Please 
feel free to contact me in person, by phone, or 
email at jschaffer@cdacharter.org.  
 

 Fall is an important time for seniors to 
narrow their college choices and to determine the 
application requirements and deadlines for their 
selected schools.  To help seniors navigate the 
college admission process, I would like all seniors to 
schedule a meeting with me in the next month.   
Parents are always invited to participate in this 
planning meeting.  I have also requested an email 
address from seniors, so I can keep them informed 
about current information regarding college visits, 
scholarships, and test deadlines.    
 
TESTING 
 Seniors should take the SAT or ACT again 
this fall if they need a higher score to meet admis-
sion requirements, to be eligible for certain scholar-
ships, or if they did not take at least one of these 
tests in their junior year.  Some of the highly selec-
tive colleges also require students to complete SAT 
Subject tests.  Students having questions about 
which test(s) to take or the registration process 
should see Dr. Schaffer.   
 
VISITS WITH COLLEGE REPRESENTATIVES 
 The fall is also an excellent time to visit 
colleges and meet with college admissions repre-
sentatives.  Please watch for announcements about 
upcoming visits by college representatives at the 
Charter Academy.   
 Students are also encouraged to visit 
campuses to help decide on the right college 
match.  There are a number of colleges with specific 
fall campus visitation programs to help prospective 
students explore the options available on their 
campuses.  The best source of information about 
these specific programs is the website for each 
college.  

 Selecting a college is a big, and often 
difficult, decision for many students.  It helps to 
obtain as much information as possible about the 
different benefits from the many types of college 
options available.  While this decision often gets 
delayed until the senior year, I would strongly en-
courage students and parents to begin the explora-
tion process much earlier.  One of the first steps in 
this process is to begin to identify what college 
characteristics are most important to each student.   
Once a student can identify what characteristics  
they desire in a college, it is a relatively easy 
 
 

 process to obtain information about colleges to 
determine how well they match with these charac-
teristics.  There are excellent resources for explor-
ing college information online, such as College 
.ƻŀǊŘΩǎ /ƻƭƭŜƎŜ aŀǘŎƘƳŀƪŜǊ ŀǘ http://
apps.collegeboard.com/search/
adv_typeofschool.jsp. 
 We will be busing all juniors to the 
morning session of the Spokane National College 
Fair at the Spokane Convention Center on Tuesday, 
November 8. This is a good opportunity for stu-
dents to begin to think about college choices and 
gather useful information.  The experience is much 
more valuable for students if they identify and 
prioritize factors they are looking for in a college, 
develop a list of questions to ask the college repre-
sentatives, and plan which college representatives 
they plan to speak with before the fair.  Sessions 
are open from 9:00 AMτnoon and 6:00τ8pm.  At 
the present time, over 120 colleges from all over 
the country are scheduled to be at this fair.  More 
information is available at http://
www.nacacnet.org/EventsTraining/CollegeFairs/
ncf/Fall/Pages/11FSpo.aspx. 
 
TESTING 
 Juniors should be preparing for upcom-
ing SAT and ACT tests in the spring of their junior 
year.  The PSAT (Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude 
Test) is a test designed for juniors to prepare for 
the SAT test.  The PSAT is also the exam used to 
qualify juniors for the National Merit Scholarship 
program. The test is only administered once in 
October and will be given on Wednesday, October 
12 at the Charter Academy.  All juniors are required 
to take the exam.   The cost for the PSAT is $14 and 
students should sign-up for the test and obtain 
preparation materials from the main office by  
October 7.   

 The sophomore year is an excellent year 
to begin the process of college exploration.  This is 
a good time to explore possible college majors and 
careers, and to identify useful high school courses 
to prepare for these majors. Useful internet sites to 
explore information about college majors include 
http://www.princetonreview.com/majors.aspx and 
http://www.collegeboard.com/csearch/
majors_careers/profiles . 
 
Testing 
 Sophomores are also encouraged to take 
the PSAT to provide practice and familiarity with 
the test, before competing for National Merit Schol-
arships in their junior year.  We have about 45 tests 
that sophomores will be able to register for before 
October 7, on a first-come basis.  See ACT/SAT
