PRINCIPAL'S POINT OF VIEW

It’s time to start thinking about getting back to school. That’s right, we're welcoming summer and
bidding it farewell in a single, efficient effort. | hope that, despite the lack of genuine summer
weather, you found the time and means to relax and recreate.

Besides sounding the wake-up alarm, | want to let you know what to expect as we ramp
up for this new school year.

First, if you have been by the Academy in the last several weeks, you will certainly have
noticed that the building project is moving along in earnest. The high school side of the street will
have a different appearance this year, with the addition of three classrooms and a few thousand
square feet of commons area. Construction is running behind schedule, which means the first sev-
eral weeks of school will involve some crowding and shuffling of teachers seeking rooms to teach in.
We’ve been through this process before; it’s not ideal, but it is temporary and has a happy ending.

We welcome nearly 700 students in grades six through twelve this year, which represents
a growth of about fifty from last year’s opening day. This is the result of filling nearly every grade to
its cap, and not an opening of the floodgates. Unless we raise the enrollment caps, this number
represents the “end game,” or our carrying capacity for this site. In other words, you shouldn’t hear
me talk about growth again anytime in the near future.

New students are invited to attend the “Panther Prowl,” our new-student orientation, on
Tuesday, August 23 at 11:00. After a short gathering and welcome in the multi-purpose room, stu-
dents will be accompanied by ASB representatives to meet teachers, find out where classrooms are,
and get a feel for the school. Lunch will be served outdoors by our wonderful parents, where new
families can continue to visit and settle in.

The first day of classes is the following Monday, August 29, Traditionally, the first sev-
eral days of school present significant traffic issues in the morning. It is imperative that we all exer-
cise patience and courtesy, and follow the instructions of the traffic directors. If they wave you
around the block, please follow the direction. This eases the burden and keeps traffic from backing
up onto Kathleen Avenue, which poses a serious danger. If everyone cooperates, everything moves
much more smoothly.

We're about three weeks from opening day. That’s plenty of time to enjoy this late-
coming summer weather and get ready to hit the ground running. See you on the 29"

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AFTER SCHOOL PROCEDURES

The Coeur d'Alene Charter Acad-
emy does not provide transportation to or
from school for our students. It is the respon-
sibility of each family to make all the neces-
sary arrangements to provide this transporta-

tion for their child(ren).

At the Academy, regular classes
end at precisely 2:45 PM each day. After 2:45
PM the students have until 3:00 PM to gather
their things, take care of any business, and
vacate the building. All students must be out
of the halls and off the playground no later
than 3:00 PM. Students who have made
arrangements to be picked up by 3:00 PM
may wait in front of the building for their ride
to arrive. Students who are going to be
picked up after 3:00 must check into our
supervised study hall room or be in a class-
room with another teacher until their ride
gets here. The study hall room is open from
3:00 — 4:00 PM on Monday-Friday. All stu-
dents accessing the after school study hall
must be picked up no later than 4:10 PM (The
only exception is that students beginning an
activity at 4:00 PM must go immediately to
their coach/advisor no later than 4:00 PM)
The study hall is located in the high school
multi-purpose room and is supervised by Mr.

Gabrielsen.

Students remaining at school after
3:00 PM will be allowed to use their cell
phones or the phone in the commons to com-
municate regarding their pick up time. Also,
before 4:00 PM you may come into the build-

ing and the office will call your child out of
study hall for you.

These procedures also apply to
students who are waiting after school for
sports or other extracurricular activities.
Please be aware of your child’s extracurricular
schedules and make all the necessary arrange-
ments for transportation immediately at the
end of the scheduled activity.

Other than the supervised study
halls, meeting with individual teachers in their
classrooms, and supervised extracurricular
activities, the Academy does not provide
supervision of students after 3:00 PM. Again,
it is the responsibility of the family to make all
the necessary arrangements for transporta-
tion. Due to supervision and liability issues,
the Academy will not allow students to ‘hang
out’ in the hallways or playground areas after
school.

We have a closed campus, so after
your child arrives at school he or she may not
leave campus without a parent or other pre-
arranged adult (i.e. carpool, relative). Please
refer to the Closed Campus Policy included in
this newsletter.

Thank you for your attention to
this matter. We are committed to the safety
and well being of our students, and having
them on campus unsupervised is not
acceptable to us. If you have questions or
would like to discuss our after school
procedures please call the school at 676-1667.

Student Handbooks

Student handbooks will be sent home with your
child the first week of school. All parents and students are
required to read the handbook, sign the acknowledgement

page, and return it to their study lab teacher.

The student handbook is also available online.

NO DELIVERIES ALLOWED

In order to

keep disruptions in

the classroom at a

minimum, the office

staff does not deliver

homework, lunches,

clothing articles, flowers,

or gifts. Because we understand that items are
sometimes left at home, we have provided a

drop-off table for your child's convenience.
Simply bring the item with their name clearly
marked on it and drop it off on the table
located outside the front office (valuable items,
such as lunch money, may be left with the
office staff). Students may check this table

between classes, or at lunch. Students should
check the table if they have left anything at
home.

Non-emergency messages will not
be delivered to the classroom; we will attempt
to deliver these messages between classes. We
page students to the office at the end of the
school day to deliver remaining messages.

Students are not allowed to leave
their class to use the phone or for any other
non-emergency reason.

Every effort will be made at all times
to ensure the integrity of the classroom.

PERMISSION TO LEAVE CAMPUS

GRADES 11-12

Leaving Campus During Unscheduled Class
Periods

Juniors and seniors in ‘good
standing’ will be given the privilege of leaving
campus during periods they have no classes
scheduled. In order to attain ‘good standing,’
juniors and seniors must meet all of the
following requirements:

e Juniors must have at least 22 credits
earned and be on track to graduate with
their class.

e Seniors must have at least 34 credits
earned and be on track to graduate with
their class.

e Have no suspensions for behavior or
other school violations.

e Have a valid Permission to Leave Campus
form on file in the office. This form must
be signed by a student’s legal parent or
guardian, the school counselor, and the
vice principal.

The following rules apply to students leaving
campus, with a permission to leave campus
form on file in the office signed by parents,
vice principal, and counselor.

« A student may not be off campus during
lunch unless he/she has no class scheduled
during period 4 or 5.

« A student may not leave campus during
Study Lab unless he/she has no class
scheduled during period 2 or 3.

« During regularly scheduled classes, if a

student has to leave for a doctor
appointment, emergency, or any other
reason, they must be checked out by a
parent/guardian, by phone or note to the
office. Permission to leave campus does
not apply to regularly scheduled class
periods.

« Students leaving campus during the school
day are required to sign in and out at the
office. Failure to comply with this
requirement will result in loss of privilege.

. Students who are tardy to class upon
returning to campus more than three
times in a semester will lose the privilege
to leave campus during unscheduled class
periods. Parents will be notified if
privileges are revoked.

« Students who remain on campus during
unscheduled class periods, or arrive on
campus during unscheduled class periods
must be in an assigned study hall or comply
with other arrangements made with the
vice principal.

Coeur d'Alene Charter Academy will
not monitor, nor take responsibility for
transportation methods used by students
leaving campus during unscheduled class
period and/or returning to campus to attend
scheduled classes.

Vital information for the safety of your children!

PLEASE DO NOT sometimes in a highly congested area.
Stop in the middle of the street to drop off/pick up a student, or for any other

reason, other than to avoid a collision. PLEASE AVOID:
. Park in the handicap space unless you have a proper handicap sticker.
« Make a U-turn in front of the school during peak traffic times.
. Try to have a conversation with the crossing guards when they are working.

« Using cell phones in a school zone. Most of the “close calls” have been
because someone was on their cell phone and not paying attention.

« Turning from the middle school exit across the crosswalk.

STUDENTS & PARENTS: TAKE NOTE

A couple of notes on the uniform policy:

BooTs: Boots, if worn, must be covered by slacks. Like non-uniform coats, students may
wear boots to school, uncovered; but once they are at school, the boots must be removed
or covered. The last year saw boots become a major fashion statement at the Academy.
Remember that the uniform policy is largely about de-emphasizing fashion statements. For
the coming year, we are going to enforce the policy as we did for many years—if you wear them, you
must cover them.

TEAM WARM-UPS: Team warm-ups will not be allowed as uniform items for the school day, any more
than a volleyball or basketball jersey would be. Teams sometimes purchase warm-up jackets or shirts,
and in recent years these have been treated as uniform items. However, with the accumulation of activi-
ties and successive years of new items, it has become nearly impossible to determine when students are
wearing team-specific warm-ups and when they aren’t.

TEAM UNIFORM ITEMS: Teams or groups may get approval from administration to add a group logo to
uniform items. For example, the track team might choose to modify an Academy sweatshirt to say
“Track” under the existing logo or submit a new logo that is specific to their sport. Any modified item
must be approved by administration before it may be worn in school.

COLLEGE SHIRT WEEK: During the last week before graduation, seniors will be encouraged to wear sweat-
shirts from the college or university they plan to attend. We want to honor these students for their

achievements and allow them to sport their new colors.
